In 2003, the American Academy of
Pediatrics (AAP) published a report
that estimated that the risk of infant
suffocation increases 20-fold when
infants and adults sleep in the same
bed. In 2005, the AAP restated that
co-sleeping is a growing concern and
recommended that infants not share
a bed during sleep.
